1. Background

The Mandela Doctors collaboration partnership project is a project under the auspicies of the entity Global Health Afrique and a collaboration between the University of Pretoria and University of Kinshasa. The project seeks to build and strengthen the health systems of the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) through the collaborative action in the diaspora.
2. Proposed areas of cooperation and partnerships
 
· MEDICAL EQUIPMENTS
The DRC Medical practitioners in the diaspora working with their South African partners will mobilize medical equipment which is needed in helping to equip DRC’s Health centers at all levels.

· MEDICAL WORK CAMPS AND FREE SPECIALISED MEDICAL CONSULTATION AND TREATMENT
The DRC doctors in the diaspora together with their South African partner medical doctors to participate and treat patients in medical work camps in DRC especially during holidays like Christmas break and Easter.
DRC’s Ministry of health would help in organizing such medical camps providing accommodation and meals while DRC doctors in the diaspora together with their South African partner medical doctors would carry out diagnosis and treatment free of charge. 
DRC doctors in the diaspora together with South African  doctors can also spare time to come to DRC to offer specialized treatment and carry out surgeries in referral hospitals at a discount or free of charge provided such activities are arranged in time.

· SHARING OF RESEARCH PRODUCTS
The two parties would benefit from the medical research products carried out differently or where possible carry out joint research.
· MEDICAL SCHOOLS TWINNING AND SCHOLARSHIPS
Where possible the DRC doctors in the diaspora together with their South African partner medical doctors shall lobby established Medical schools and Universities in South Africa, to have twin programmes with DRC’s medical schools like University of Kinshasa etc and, where possible lobby for some scholarships in advanced medical research.
